5.	Each student must carry sixteen hours of work unless given special permission by the Faculty to reduce or increase the amount.  No student may without special permission take an extra sub ect unless his average is at least B, and that average must be maintained in order to secure credit for the extra subject.  In no case may a student carry more than twenty hours of work without permission of the Faculty.


6.	No student may take work outside the classroom.  No correspondence courses are given."
