The essential difference of principle involved in the new curriculum is recognition of the two primary needs of the undergraduate; first, acquaintance with the fundamental facts and cultures of all departments of learning; second, a sufficiently continued studv of those subject matter groups which form the scholarship and disciplinary basis of his subsequent vocational activity.  It combines the two principles of prescription and election, but, for the most part, restricts the latter groups of studies.


The early curriculum was draivn chiefly from the Latin and Greek languages and literature, and pure Znd applied mathematics.  The course of study of 1832 included a semester of rhetoric, a semester of history, a year of science, a year of philosophy, and an optional semester of French.  In IS70 the course in-
