The hurried survey just made of the development of the curriculum of Hanover College reveals that this has proceeded in the direction of increasing scope, liberalization, vitalness, specialization, and democratic character.  The increasing scope of instruction does not at all mean that the individual student pursues more studies in 1926 than in 1832.  The fact is possibly the reverse.  It means that the student body as a group is working at many more things, and that the College is, thereby, assuming leadership in many more activities of society.  The institution is thus becoming more socialized.  The curriculum is becoming more liberalized in the sense that it offers the student larger opportunity for the intellectual and practical mastery of himself, and of his social and physical environment.  It is becoming more vitalized in the sense that it offers an increasing opportunity to the student to come into personal contact with the factors of his own life.  It offers him larger opportunity to make his undergraduate studv truly pre-vocational.  Lastly it is becoming more democratic in the increased possibility of granting the individual student that combination of studies which are best calculated to secure the fullest development of his native abilities.  He has a larger chance to make the most of himself.  This means also that the College serves a more diversified student body.
