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Likewise the conception of the present admiiiistra-


tion is stated in this excerpt from the 1926 catalogue:





"Hanover College is a Liberal Arts College.  It is carried on for the purpose of training men and women for wise and effective leidei-sliip; for assisting the student to find himself; to fire him ivitli enthusiasm for noble ideals; to ffive him that species of well-
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balanced mental trainiii(r and that grouiidiiio- in -eiieral scholarship which will admit him to the companv of the best men on equal terms.  It seeks by gra uatioii to have introduced the student to some aequaiiitaiice with the culture which has come down largelv as a heritage from the past, iiid for which a broad scholarship alone can prepare him.  At the same time its instruction is organized so as to prepare for a subsequent studv of law, medicine, theology, eiiciiieerin-cr, commerce, administration, and for tc,.,,icliiiig, for business, 'Illd for other like pursuits."





Thus Hanover puts great stress on sound, general scholarship.  But greater than scholarship is culturethat discriminatino- wisdom which secures a ji-ist appreciatioii of values.  But greater than scholarship and culture is personality.  The real business of the College is the development of men and women.  The closiii(r par,,ioraph of the President's charge to each graduating class is:





"But most of all, we hope that you will keep your lives unspotted before God and man.  The next finest thing in all the world is a man, clean of body and mind, pure of heart, clear-eyed, sound, frank, and positive for the right.  The finest thing in all the world is FL woman, genuine, sympathetic, always true to her better nature, never trading her birtbriolit for tinsel and show.  Such men and women are tli(- kinqs and queens of American democracv-tbe true itristocraev.  Of such we hope and prav voii will ,ilwavs be."
