The Crowe manuscript further states that, " The Board at their meeting September 24, IS32, having resolved to give the Academv the grade of a College, passed the follonviii@ resolution: "Resolved, that the course of studv adopted bv this Board Nov. 25, lS30, for Hanover @ademy be rescinded, and in lieu thereof the Course of Miami University be adopted verbatim.  This frankly appropriated course of study is published in the II Statement of the Course of Instruction, " in the first annual catalogue, issued Januarv, 1833.  It is reprinted in full:
